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Youth Fund Program

The Youth Fund is an innovative youth-
led grant-making program that provides
small grants to fund young people's good
ideas benefiting their local communities.
In a unique approach to local develop-
ment, young people themselves make the
decisions about how their funds are
managed, what community needs are tar-
geted and what projects receive support.

Since its inception in 2005, the Youth
Fund has established five youth-led
grantmaking committees responsible for
disbursing financial resources to youth
projects in the Sheki, Ganja, Goychay,
Guba and Lenkoran regions. Within
these grant committees, 35 young people
aged 18-30 have overseen the disburse-
ment of USD $12,500 to 28 youth-led
community projects in their respective
regions. Projects supported by these
young grant committees varied from
computer courses in Lenkoran to the
youth newspaper in Guba, and from
vocational training in Goychay and Sheki
to the ecology project in Ganja.

The Youth Fund simultaneously develops
the professional skills of youth in the

regions and puts tangible resources
directly into their hands. The young
grant committees receive training and
assistance from Eurasia Foundation (EF)
staff throughout the lifecycle of their
grants program, beginning with conduct-
ing community assessments, developing
outreach materials, evaluating project
proposals, managing small grants and
assessing project impacts.

EF is now working to expand the Youth
Fund program to five new regions of the
country in the next two years. The expan-
sion will include a certification program
to prepare current program participants
to act as future trainers and mentors to
new grant committees, and the organiza-
tion of a formal youth-led steering coun-
cil to advise EF on future program activi-
ties.

The Youth Fund receives ongoing finan-
cial support from the Foreign &
Commonwealth Office (FCO) of the
United Kingdom, USAID and the
Lodestar Foundation and enjoys a strate-
gic partnership with Azerbaijan's
Ministry of Youth and Sports.
